cipal Education Officer and finally from August 1979 to 
1982, Assistant Director of Schools.

I had the pleasure of meeting Alec only once, at my first 
KGV Speech Day.  I remember his passion for the 
school and the interest in the range of activities that stu-
dents are undertaking.  The Guest Speaker, Markus 
Shaw, (Chair of the World Wildlife Fund, Hong Kong and 
also KGV Alumni) referred to him in his speech.  His 
wife, Barbara, persuaded him to stand and the warmth 
of applause that he received will be my abiding memory. 
 
Alec James Reeve – a man that made such an indelible 
mark on so many people. 
 
Alec is survived by his wife Barbara, who was a KGV 
student and his four sons Mark, Paul, Dermot and Philip.

A lec was born in Sheffield, England on February 9th 
1927.  Alec was trained in Philosophy and Theology, 
attending Strawberry Hill Teachers Training College in 
Twickenham, London and then started teaching in Lon-
don.  At the same time as teaching he studied a degree 
in History.  He returned to Sheffield and taught at a sec-
ondary modern – St Oswalds, where he also became 
choirmaster. 
 
With a growing family, he decided to seek a job over-
seas and he commenced teaching at KGV in 1957.  He 
made an immediate impact on just about every area of 
school life.  It was not the most auspicious of starts; one 
week in and he was taken ill, spending the next six 
weeks in Kowloon hospital with a stomach abcess.  Alec 
was a fine footballer and he soon became involved in 
soccer, boxing, hockey and cricket.  He started The 
“Friday Club”, a monthly Friday night social club and 
also led the Debating Society and Expeditions. 
 
Before he became Principal, Alec served the school as 
Senior History Master, Senior Master and Acting Princi-
pal.  The impact that Alec had on the school is perhaps 
best summed up by the various emails that KGV Alumni 
sent to Mark Reeve, Alec’s eldest son: 
 
“Mr Reeve personified KGV….. a charming headmaster 
who inspired respect, pride and responsibility.” Tomoko 
Suroka 
 
“He had just the right approach as a headmaster – terri-
fyingly fierce with his hawkish features and piercing 
eyes, then gentle, compassionate and understanding 
with such a twinkling sense of fun.” Jenny Partridge 
 
“He was a very special person and had a profound im-
pact on me.  I would rank Alec as one of the very few 
who changed the way I viewed the world.”  Ron Park 
 
“A man of humour…sensitivity…. discipline and passion 
for his craft…..I will never forget his smiling face.”

On February 3rd & 4th, a group of 
KGV sailors competed in the Inter-
Schools Regatta at Royal Hong Kong 
Yacht Club Middle Island - between 
Deep Water Bay and Repulse Bay. The 
wind was adequate but gusty at 7- 20 
knots and it was certainly warmer than 
the year before. Our team consisted of 
three crews - Owen Turnbull and Oliver 
Barnfather, Peter Austin and Tamsin 
Thornburrow, and Rory Ashton and 
Harri Turnbull.  
 
The first part of the Inter-School Regatta 
involves team racing, where the racing 
is one team versus another, as opposed 
to fleet racing (the most common form 
of racing in sailing), where it is every 
boat for themselves. To win, the team 
must get a point score below 10 for their 
three boats, e.g. 1st, 2nd and 4th places 
(1+2+4=7) which can be achieved by 
almost any means necessary, but within 
certain boundaries. Common tactics 
include waiting at the finish line to stop 
opposition boats from finishing. 
 
Our first race, early on Saturday morn-
ing, was against French International 
School. We were pipped at the post, 
because of equipment failure, and an 
FIS boat managed to push into 1st 
place to leave Owen and Oliver to finish 
in 2nd place with Peter and Tamsin 
close behind in 3rd place.  Throughout 
Day 1 our races produced similar re-
sults, but with Owen and Peter and their 
crews both achieving 1sts against Tsi-Yi 
College and Island School B respec-
tively.   
 
On Day 2 the wind looked to be signifi-
cantly lighter, raising concerns that our 
heavy helms might not have the advan-
tage that they had had in the strong 
winds of the first day.

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In between analyzing this information 
students spent an evening on the 
climbing wall and assault course, sav-
ing their biggest cheer for Mrs Hayne’s 
Elvis impression on the balance beam 
and eventual splashdown in the muddy 
pool. Our journey home down the river 
was broken up with a stop at an ele-
phant camp and a ride on an elephant 
which made the airline seats seem 
comfortable later that afternoon. 

The group of students were a pleasure 
to be with and were a credit to the 
school throughout. During the week 
they worked long hours with little com-
plaint and will be well prepared for their 
exam. In addition their candid re-
sponses to the questions of Dr. Chur-
chill will form the foundation for a year-
long evaluation of the PDA devices 
which will potentially bring benefit to 
many area of the school.  

After being postponed because of 
“political insurrection” in Thailand the 
Year 12 Geographers were relieved to 
land in Thailand – partly because they 
were so looking forward to a week of 
Geography fieldwork in the stunning 
hills of northern Thailand, but also be-
cause they had survived a landing a 
Bangkok’s ill-fated new airport without 
delay! 
 
The trip provides students with the op-
portunity to practise fieldwork tech-
niques and subsequent analysis in 
preparation for their Geographical 
Skills exam in May. This year, with the 
support of the PTSA and in collabora-
tion with Hong Kong University the 
group was evaluating the use of PDA 
devices. Each student was provided 
with a PDA unit for the week on which 
they recorded their findings using 
spreadsheets, audio notes and pic-
tures. 
 
Students immediately got to work by 
dispersing around Chiang Mai and col-
lecting data that would reveal the loca-
tion of the Central Business District.   
This work was followed up the next day 
and analysed in the makeshift class-
room constructed in the hotel. A visit to 
the nightmarket allowed students to 
really get a feel for where the money 
changes hands in Chiang Mai. 
 
After relocating to the Thai-Burma bor-
der students analysed the downstream 
changes in a local river with many of 
the students getting first hand experi-
ence after being submerged! Following 
research determined the causes of 
differing quality of life in nearby hilltribe 
villages, students traveling round in the 
local songtaews which added a hit of 
interest and the odd bruise.

Exceeding the Recommended Dosage 

Scheme aims at providing flexibility for 
Secondary Six or equivalent students 
with outstanding academic perform-
ance to be admitted onto undergradu-
ate degree programmes without sitting 
the traditional GCE A Level examina-
tions. To be eligible for admission un-
der the Scheme, applicants need to be 
current Year 12 students who have 
obtained between 5 and 8 GCSEs at 
Grade A* plus other GCSEs at Grade 
A. Currently, there are three universi-
ties: University of Hong Kong (HKU), 
the Chinese University of Hong Kong 
(CUHK) and the Hong Kong University 
of Science and Technology (HKUST) 
participating in the Scheme. The selec-
tion process is highly competitive and 

involves applicants attending an inter-
view at the university conducted by 
Faculty staff. During the 15-20 minute 
interview, applicants are expected to 
demonstrate strong analytical and in-
terpersonal skills. To prepare for their 
interviews, Jane and Shirley along with 
another 8 EAS applicants underwent 
intensive interview training developed 
by the Careers and Tertiary Education 
Team. The training sessions focused 
on developing confidence in non-verbal 
and verbal communication as well as 
the presentation of balanced and well-
supported responses to the questions 
asked.

The ESF Diploma 

The Advanced Diploma 

School Readiness 
 
The Advanced Diploma teachers 
attended a workshop earlier this 
term on Applied Learning where 
they worked with professionals out-
side of teaching to learn more 
about what prospective employers 
were looking for from young people 

entering the work place. We are 
also working very closely with ESF 
to look for suitable work place-
ments and finding creative ways to 
timetable these opportunities.

The ESF Diploma is an umbrella 

term describing the four strands of 
Post 16 education available at ESF 
schools. The ESF Diploma is made 
up of four components from which 
students choose the most appropri-
ate pathway to best meet their fu-
ture career choices, learning styles 
and levels of ability. The four 
strands are the Foundation Di-
ploma, the Intermediate Diploma, 
the Advanced Diploma and the IB 
Diploma. 
 
In 2007 KGV will offer the Founda-
tion Diploma, the Advanced Di-
ploma and the IB Diploma. 
 
 
The Advanced Diploma 
We are very pleased to be running 
the Advanced Diploma here at 
KGV. It offers an educationally 
sound, experiential, fully accredited 
program for those students who 
choose not to follow the IB route. 
 
 
Overview of the Program 
Students studying the Advanced 
Diploma have the opportunity to 
explore career orientated, applied 
learning opportunities based on 
practical local community related 
projects. They can choose from 
four Applied A levels: Leisure Stud-
ies, Media, Art and Design or Ap-
plied Business. Students can also 
choose an IB course either at Stan-
dard or Higher Level thus having 
access to a wide range of educa-
tional opportunities.  
 
In addition, they consolidate their 
Numeracy and Literacy skills as 
well as accessing specialist input 
from support and ICT staff with les-
sons designed to consolidate the 
skills needed for coursework.  
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What have we been doing at KGV 

to prepare for ToK? 
 
The current Year 11 students have had 
two ToK tasters to date.  In June 2006, 
they explored the nature of truth by 
examining two sides to the global 
warming issue.  Then, as part of their 
IB Awareness Week in November 
2006, the students participated in a 
cultural “Rorschach” Test, which got 
them to examine some hidden assump-
tions in our use of language; to explore 
the relationship of these assumptions 
with the social power structure; and to 
discuss how hidden assumptions affect 
our construction of knowledge.  
Through these ToK tasters, the stu-
dents came to appreciate how all lan-
guage is value-laden – i.e. the labels 
we use that purport to be objective and 
descriptive are in fact subjective value 
judgements; and that this shapes im-
portantly our beliefs about ourselves 
and the world. 
 
To date, ten teachers have participated 
in a Level 1 ToK workshop.  An addi-
tional 15 teachers will be doing so in 
May 2007, which will bring to over 30 
the number of KGV teachers who will 
have been ToK trained.  Given that 
ToK is best taught from within individ-
ual subject areas, the in-house exper-
tise in place should mean that a large 
number of students across the curricu-
lum will be applying ToK principles in 
their lessons; this will complement the 
discrete teaching of ToK to Year 12 
and 13 students. 
 
In addition, a curriculum review of Key 
stage 3 and 4 will be undertaken in 
Term III to identify where ToK content, 
principles, and processes can be read-
ily integrated and developed within all 
subjects, if they are not already embed-
ded in our current practice. 
 

What will KGV’s ToK programme 

look like? 
 
A ToK programme team of 15 teachers 
will be responsible for the 100-hour 
ToK course at KGV.  Each teacher will 
oversee their own ToK class of about 
15 students, which will meet twice per 
cycle starting in October 2007.  
Classes will begin by getting students 
to self-reflect on themselves as know-
ers.  Students will then explore ToK’s 
four Ways of Knowing (i.e. language, 
reason, emotion, perception), before 
journeying through ToK’s six Areas of 
Knowledge (i.e. Mathematics, Natural 
Science, Human Science, History, Eth-
ics, Art) to explore ‘objective’ to 
‘subjective’ knowledge and understand-
ing.  In addition to actively participating 
in the regular ToK class work, students 
will also be expected to attend eight 
after-school screenings of selected 
movies/documentaries to deepen their 
understanding of ToK knowledge is-
sues.  
 
Students will undergo the ToK internal 
assessment (a 10-minute oral presen-
tation demonstrating the application of 
ToK thinking skills to a concrete and 
contemporary knowledge issue) at the 
end of Year 12; practise oral presenta-
tions, which will take place throughout 
the course, and the discussion-based 
seminar format of ToK classes, will 
give students the opportunity to hone 
the requisite skills.  By October half-
term of Year 13, students will complete 
the ToK course by submitting the exter-
nal assessment:  a 1,200 to 1,600-word 
essay (selected from ten prescribed 
titles by the IBO) that analyses a spe-
cific knowledge issue, makes connec-
tions between personal experience, 
ways and areas of knowledge, and 
demonstrates an understanding of 
knowledge at work in the world.

What is Theory of Knowledge 

(ToK)? 
 
ToK is an inter-disciplinary course that 
challenges students to reflect critically 
on the ways in which we acquire and 
(mis-) use knowledge.  ToK is central 
to the educational philosophy of the IB 
and compulsory for IB and ESF Ad-
vanced diploma students. 
 
Questions are the essence of ToK, and 
the discussion-based ToK forum draws 
on the perspectives and methodologies 
of the six IB academic areas to explore 
three main ones:  How do I know?  
What are my reasons for knowing X?  
What are the strengths and limitations 
of my reasons for knowing X?  Through 
a focused process of enquiry, students 
examine preconceptions, evaluate be-
lief and knowledge claims, and analyse 
possible consequences.  By analysing 
knowledge critically, creatively, and 
practically, ToK students become 
aware of its interpretative nature, come 
to recognise the responsibilities that 
come from knowing and knowledge, 
and develop a better understanding of 
their values and themselves as indi-
viduals. 
 
In this way, the ToK course is a journey 
of discovery – for both students and 
teachers alike – that gets its travellers 
to develop the tools to interpret every-
day experience and make decisions 
through “balanced skepticism” (Alchin, 
2004) – i.e. 1) things are not always 
what they seem to be, so we must ex-
amine and analyse; 2) certainty is very 
difficult to come by; and 3) though 
many standards are defensible, many 
are not.  Through balanced skepticism, 
ToK students are encouraged to con-
sider several positions, acknowledging 
the strengths and limitations of individ-
ual and cultural perspectives, in par-
ticular, and justify what is the most rea-
sonable standpoint to take for a given 
situation. 

Theory of Knowledge (TOK) 
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selves admirably. Their attention to detail and passionate 
enthusiasm kept them at the hearts of the various debates. 
 

Both Germany and Pakistan were named as top delega-
tions for the event, and Gary Yan (Germany) and Lucy 
Demery (Pakistan) were given Outstanding Speaker 
awards.
